Thank 
you for always being the rock of ages, the all breasted one, the 
everlasting Father and lover of my soul.  

Praise 

 Praise the Father for what 
he has done 

 Sing a song of praise 

I praise you for being the God that loves the barren, opens their 
wombs, and blesses them with children, love, and family. I praise 
you for designing the family. I praise you for sending your son 
Jesus to die for me, which allowed me to be grafted into the 
family of God. 

Forgiveness 

 Ask the Father for 
forgiveness of your sin.  

 Explain what you assume 
your most recent sins have 
been. 

 Thank God that the 
sacrifice of Jesus Christ 
has blotted out your 
transgressions 

 Promise to repent (not 
commit the same sin over 
and over again) 

 If you have wronged 
someone else, schedule 
time to ask for their 
forgiveness 

 If you are married, but you 
are involved in an 
argument with your 
spouse, stop and ask your 
spouse to forgive you so 
that your prayer won’t be 
hindered 

 If someone else has hurt 
you or said something 
about you falsely, state 
that you will forgive them  

 
 

Father forgive me for my sins and trespasses against others. If 
anyone has offended me I forgive them and release any 
bitterness for them from my heart. If I have wronged anyone, 
please reveal it to me and please give me the opportunity to ask 
for forgiveness. 
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Your Case 

Statement 

 Explain the problem or 
issue. 

 State the steps that you’ve 
taken to resolve the issue 
in accordance with the 
Word of God. 

Father, I come before you asking you to open my womb and 
bless me with a child. If it be your will, bless me with several 
children that will fill my home with laughter, love, and 
happiness. Bless me with children that will be the legacy of my 
husband and I. Give me the wisdom to raise our children to love 
and respect You, and all of your creation.  
 
 

Evidence 

 Provide proof that the 
problem or issue is 
occurring. 

 Provide up to three pieces 
of evidence 

My husband and I are having issues conceiving right now. We’ve 
tried things the world’s way, but the science has failed us and 
we know there is a better way.  

Confession 

 Say what the Word of God 
says about your situation 

 Say two to three scriptures 
that include promises God 
made to you as a believer 

 Say two to three scriptures 
that include covenant 
rights you have as a child 
of God and citizen of the 
heavenly kingdom of God 

 
 

Father your Word declares that there is no good thing that you 
will withhold from those that walk uprightly.  
 
Father your Word declares that you told Adam and Eve to be 
fruitful and multiply.  
 
Your Word also says that You make the barren woman to keep 
house, and to be a joyful mother of children. 
 
Your Word declares that with men things may be impossible, but 
with You, all things are possible. 
 
So Father I declare that as a your child it is my covenant right to 
have a family, children, and a blessed life. Father I declare that 
the children you have for me are already mine. Blessings are 
stored up for me in heavenly places and I believe my children 
are one of those blessings, so I believe that I receive them now. 
Father I confess that every cell in my body lines up with your 
Word and that I walk in divine health. Nothing in my body will 
prevent me from having children. Nothing in the body of my 
husband will prevent us from conceiving because every cell in 
my husband’s body lines up with your Word. 
 
Father nothing is to hard for You. Father nothing is impossible 
with You. I will no longer believe the bad reports from doctors or 
specialists. Instead I trust fully in you. You can and have done 
wonders and miracles and You are still performing them.  

Request 

 Ask the Father to move on 
the behalf of someone 

 
Father I ask that you cause every cell in my body and every 
hormone and my reproductive system and my endocrine 
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else, but don’t tell him 
how to do it.  

 Provide two or three 
examples of how God 
moved on the behalf of 
people in the Bible that 
experienced a similar 
problem 

 Ask God to assign his 

angels to help accomplish 

what it is you are praying 

about 

 If necessary bind the 

adversary and his 

principalities that are at 

work behind the scenes 

causing chaos  

 Ask the Holy Spirit to 
reveal to you additional 
steps you can take to 
resolve the issue 

system,  and all other systems to operate as they were designed 
to operate.  
 
Father, I ask that you would cause my husband’s seed to be 
viable and able to conceive children. 
 
Father I ask that you bind any power or principality that is 
attempting to end my legacy and bloodline. I cancel every 
demonic assignment sent against me or my husband that would 
cause infertility. 
 
Lord, I saw how you blessed Hannah with a son Samuel when 
she was barren. 
 
In your Word, I also see how you remembered the prayers and 
opened Rachels womb so that she might bare sons. 
 
Father, I see how when it seemed like famine had destroyed 
everything, you blessed Ruth with a son, Obed, and you blessed 
Naomi with a grandson.  
 
Father you have always performed miracles for barren women 
and I declare that I shall be no different than them. 
 
Father I ask that you allow the Holy Spirit to show me anything I 
can do to bare a child. I ask that you allow the Holy Spirit to give 
me wisdom.

You see my 
current situation and you see my faith for the children I know 
you have the power to give me.  
 
I know I have what I ask for when I pray. Father thank you 
because it is already done.  
 
My husband and I have the victory and we will conceive. It is 
only a matter of time before we see our blessed children 
laughing and playing in our home.  
 
Father when I close my eyes and envision what You have in store 
for me, I see a beautiful family seated around a dinner table, 
sharing food and loving on one another. I see it and I believe I 
receive it now.

Then she pulled herself together, slipped away quietly, and 
entered the sanctuary. The priest Eli was on duty at the entrance to God’s Temple in 
the customary seat. Crushed in soul, Hannah prayed to God and cried and cried—
inconsolably. Then she made a vow: 
 
Oh, God-of-the-Angel-Armies, 
If you’ll take a good, hard look at my pain, 
If you’ll quit neglecting me and go into action for me 
By giving me a son, 
I’ll give him completely, unreservedly to you. 
I’ll set him apart for a life of holy discipline. 
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20 Before the year was out, Hannah had conceived and given birth to a son. She 
named him Samuel, explaining, “I asked God for him.”

And he went in to her, and the Lord 
enabled her to conceive, and she gave birth to a son. 14 Then the women said to 
Naomi, “Blessed is the Lord who has not left you without a redeemer (grandson, as 
heir) today, and may his name become famous in Israel. 15 May he also be to you 
one who restores life and sustains your old age; for your daughter-in-law, who loves 
you and is better to you than seven sons, has given birth to him.” 
 
16 Then Naomi took the child and placed him in her lap, and she became his 
nurse. 17 The neighbor women gave him a name, saying, “A son (grandson) has been 
born to Naomi.” They named him Obed (worshiper). He is the father of Jesse, the 
father of David [the ancestor of Jesus Christ].
